On Sunday 5 October the Harvest Thanksgiving service will be held at 10.30am 
in the church. The collection will be split between the Rural Chaplain for Derby-
shire who supports local farmers and the Bishop's Harvest Appeal - as per Bish-
op Alistair "My annual Harvest Appeal is an opportunity for us all to consider 
the families living in poverty in developing countries. This year I have chosen to 
support a women’s project in Delhi as part of our CNI (Church of North India) 
links. 

Millions of people live in the slums of Delhi. Women and children are especially 
vulnerable to the effects of poverty including isolation and sexual exploitation. 

Ella Sonawane, director of the ISPCK publishers in Delhi, has established the 
Disha centre which provides education, training and employment for women in 
the slums. Ella has set up a new initiative to train women to recycle paper into 
gifts to sell. This project will not only raise much needed funds to empower 
women living in poverty but also affirms our global responsibility to be good 
stewards of God’s creation as our environment."

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News from the Chapel 

On 27th July we had a very 
special service in the Chapel.  
We met to dedicate the new 
Communion table which we 
had had made by James Howe 
in memory of Mrs Phyllis 
Rayworth, and also her 
husband, Albert.  Phyllis’s 
family had asked us to buy 
something for chapel which 
would be used in a special way, 
and this table will do just that, 
as the sacrament of Holy 

Communion is a very important part of our worship. 
The chapel was filled with people who had come to remember Phyllis.  Our 
special guests were her daughters and their families, but friends from the 
village who had known the Rayworth family very well came to share the day 
with us.  Sister Merle led our worship, and after the table had been unveiled 
and dedicated items relating to our worship were placed on the table – a cross, 
a Bible, and chalice and plate to represent the bread and the wine we share in 
Communion.  After the service we had the opportunity to renew friendships 
over cake and tea.  Altogether a delightful occasion.  We donated the collection 
to Samaritans’s Purse, (who run the shoe box project as part of their outreach) 
in response to their appeal for funds to help with their work in Africa to fight 
the Ebola crisis.  
We have commissioned a second piece of furniture from James, to match the 
table, a lectern, which will match the table, and this will be dedicated at a later 
date.

This year we are having just one service at 6.30 pm.  The preacher will be our 

Minister, Rev. Tim Morris.  We hope that the children from the school will be 

able to take part as usual.

The proceeds from the auction will be given to local and national 

projects and charities.
